The link between progress and programme usage is clear: students who use Lexia Core5 regularly achieve
the greatest outcomes.

Average Student Usage: Across all pupils, average engagement reached 1,112 minutes per year,
around 28 minutes per school week. Across this group, students made an average of 6.3 months’
reading progress, demonstrating that even modest, consistent engagement with Lexia Core5
contributes to meaningful literacy growth.

In summary: Pupils who met the recommended usage made, on average, over 8 months more progress in
reading than those with lower levels of engagement, a clear indication that consistent use is the key driver
of literacy success.
